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Directions: From 680, north or southbound, exit at Olympic Boulevard, 

Go west about ¾ of a mile to Tice Valley Boulevard – a large controlled 

intersection – get into one of the two left turn and turn left. 

Go about .7 mile to Rossmoor Parkway (the second signal), and turn 

right. Get into the left lane, because in about ¼ mile you will come to 

the gate, and visitors must enter through the left lane. Tell the guard 

at the gate that you are going to the Dollar Clubhouse for the event 

sponsored by Mr. and Mrs. Owen.
