The Yolo County Fairgrounds in Woodland, California is the 
place to be on May 23rd for the Annual All British Motorcar Show 
and Swap Meet! Polish your wing, dust off your bonnet, check out 
your boot, clean your windscreen, fill up with petrol and come eat 
a pastie, because more than 300 daily British drivers and trailer 
queens are expected to show on our huge grassy field. Not only do 
we offer the largest all British car show, but in our swap meet you’ll 
find all sorts of new and used parts to help you get your British car 
fix. Don’t be left out – come see and show your favorite roadster, 
estate, saloon or lorry.

The deadline for early entry 
is May 6th!

Class Awards  The first 225 entries will receive a dash 
plaque. All entries receive a goody bag and a ballot for 
voting in the Participants Choice Awards. This is a show 
for the pleasure and company of others who share your 
interest in vintage British machinery. In this vein, judging 
is by popular vote of your peers, each of whom has a car 
entered in the show. Each entrant receives one ballot, 
and may cast one vote per class. There have been over 35 
classes at past shows and classes will again be determined 
by preregistered cars. Three or more of the same car type 
make a competition class, not including the Winner’s 
Circle Based on early registration results, classes are created 
for each major marque, and certain subdivisions within 
marques. Where there are not sufficient early entries to 
justify a separate class, entries will be grouped by type of 
car.

Voting closes at 1:00 PM and the awards ceremony is held 
at 2:30 PM. This is not a “concours” show, but a chance for 
British car lovers to get together, display their cars and have 
a good time. Any car could go home with a trophy. So bring 
your British “ride” and enjoy the camaraderie.

Best of the Best Award  First place class winners from last 
year's show will be featured in a special Winners' Circle area 
and will compete against each other for the Best of the Best. 
This also provides an opportunity for other cars to win a 
trophy in their individual class.

This year, all car show and Swap Meet entries will enter the Fair at 

the gate on East Gibson. Parking and entry for attending the show 

may still use the gate on Gum. 

From the Bay Area: Take I-80 East toward Sacramento and go North 

on CA-113 toward Woodland. Take exit 36 for Gibson Rd. Keep left 

at the fork, follow signs for Gibson Rd. Turn left onto Gibson Rd and 

watch for the gate on the right to enter the fairgrounds.

From Sacramento: Take I-5 North toward Woodland. Take the Main 

St exit toward CA-113 S/Woodland. Turn left at E Main St. Go left at 

East St, past Gum, and left on East Gibson to enter the fairgrounds.

From the Chico area: Take I-5 South to exit CA-113 South. Take exit 

36 for Gibson Rd. Keep left at the fork, follow signs for Gibson Rd. 

Turn right onto Gibson Rd, cross East St. Then watch for the gate on 

the left to enter the fairgrounds.
