JA.G. GENERAL MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENTS

Membership in the Jaguar Associate Group is open to all registered owners of a Jaguar automobile, upon acceptance of their application and payment
of their initiation fee plus their prorated first year dues. Continuation of membership requires timely payment of the annual membership dues for each
successive calendar year. A Jaguar automobile is defined as a body and/or chassis, whether modified or not, manufactured by or for Jaguar Cars Ltd.
or its predecessors, Swalloe and SS Cars, and powered by an engine manufactured by or for Jaguar Cars Ltd. or its predecessors. Daimler automobiles
or models that were continued in manufacture or were initially manufactured by Jaguar Cars Ltd. subsequent to the acquisition in 1960 of the Daimler
Motor Company by Jaguar Cars Ltd. are eligible for membership. Jaguar-powered replicas of Jaguar models and Jaguar-powered hybrids such as
Lister and Tojeiro Jaguar will be considered for membership by the JAG Board of Directors on a case-by-case basis. Persons evidencing a strong
interest in, and an intention to own, a Jaguar automobile may apply for membership in an auxiliary called Friends of JAG. Membership dues for Friends
of JAG are the same as for regular members.
